For it is important that awake people be awake,

or a breaking line may discourage them back tesle

the signals we give — yes or no, or maybe —

Signals we give should be clear. We aspire to haelevbut meet damage face to face, and come awagded. Every
member of a believing community in crucial timesléealone and unguided. Most often we do not segk but then,
why be a part of a spiritual community in the fipkice?
